Initiated by Materials TAG

Finalizing requirements & solicit funds after 2001 TUG

Currently on the order of 20 items, highlights include:

Enhance material templates (including DWR template structural and functional improvements)

Additional security and audit trail of samples

Remove Prod/Supp as contract sampling & testing requirement

Restrict tester assignment and data entry by qualifications

Restrict sampler assignment by qualifications and assign default sampler and sample ID to sample

Make expiration date meaningful everywhere it exists 

SiteNet Proposal – Automates flow of data between the district offices and central office, and also between inspectors and district offices (replaces current Pipeline & Zip functionality)

SiteManager/FieldManager Interface Proposal - allows SiteManager to take the central office role currently held by CAS for the creation of contracts and  production of vouchers as they are managed within FieldManager. Primary use is expected to be with state let and locally administered contracts
