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The FHWA has initiated a project with the intent to implement an expanded emphasis in Work Zone training.  Graham-Migletz Enterprises has been contracted to assist with this endeavor, and the staff member from FHWA that is handling the contract is Mike Robinson.  The contract was originated in October 2001 with a time line of 8 months for completion.

The new buzz words being used for work zone concerns are "Mobility and Safety".  The supposition of this project is that the safety portion of training is already well developed, and now more emphasis needs to be placed on the capacity to move traffic through the Work Zone.

One task in particular that will be of interest to TCCC members is the determination of currently available training courses and materials.  The completion of this task should come sometime in January of 2002.

With this new approach, the project panel will determine what the training needs are and how to implement them.  Partnering with other agencies such as AASHTO and ATSSA is in the plan in order to get a broad perspective on the direction to take.

A panel meeting that includes representatives from FHWA, Federal Lands, Maryland, Virginia, New Jersey and Washinton, D.C. is meeting on December 4th to provide some direction to the project.

More information should be available early next year, and will be distributed as they occur.
