                      SUMMARY OF MAJOR CONCLUSIONS

                 THE NICET CMT PROGRAM WILL BE RESTRUCTURED 

                 IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE FOLLOWING OBJECTIVES:

 Level I  will be a ”Tester” who will have passed a Subfield test with bothwritten and hands-on components. Public agencies and private associations to actually conduct the Subfield testing on a reciprocal basis in accordance with  established standards under partnering agreements with NICET.

Level II will be a Level I Tester with significant testing experience and doing test result interpretation who will have passed the NICET Level II written examination . Additional hands-on testing may also be required. The experience requirements to be determined by  Subfield Development Committees.

Level III will be a Level II engineering technician with considerable testing experience and doing test result data analysis and training who will have passed a comprehensive written examination and had at least his work history verified. The experience requirements to be determined by  Subfield  Development Committees.

Level IV will be a Level III engineering technician with extensive testing and supervisory experience who will have passed a comprehensive written examination and had his work history and experience evaluated. The experience requirements to be determined by 

Subfield Development Committees.

Development activities will be conducted for four Subfields (Asphalt, Concrete, Aggregates and Soils). Each Subfield to have both  field and laboratory tracks. 

Other Subfields such as Fire Proofing and Masonry may be added at a later stage.

Reciprocity Test Standards (written and hands-on) and partnering agreement criteria to be developed by the Steering and Subfield Development Committees.
