SETFTTQ Report on Activities July 30, 2001, Subcommittee on Materials

Purpose: build commonality relationships among the southeastern states.  Create avenues to share information to assist the development of individual state’s training and qualification programs.

Current priorities:  

· Permanently host SETFTTQ web site, 

· This is complete.  

· Evolve from a task force to an acknowledged organizational entity

· We are acknowledged by AASHTO and TCCC.  However, we will continue our association as a task force assigned by the South East Quality conference 

· The group feels that it does need a formal agreement to exist.   

· Update current programs based on shared information,

· We need to develop a list of courses that each state has available and write a short bibliography describing the course content. Specify availability of manuals, if the course is classroom taught, video presentation, self study, powerpoint, does it have a test, multiple choice, demonstration, length of course (number of days), etc. 

· Develop new programs based on congregate needs.

Redefined Purpose:

· Forum to revise and maintain information on web.  

· Establish priorities for the development of future training materials common to SETFTTQ members.  

· Serve as a voice for the South East at the TCCC, AASHTO SOM and SOC.

Follow-up Activities:

· TCCC QA course representation – Georgene Geary

· SETFTTQ Web Site should link to the State technician training web site and the state dot web site.

· Email Tom Malerk a map of the SETFTTQ group.

· Determine why ACI is not represented as an official member on TCCC.  

· Action: provide a list of courses to Tom and write a short bibliography describing the course content. Specify availability of manuals, if the course is classroom taught, video presentation, self study, powerpoint, does it have a test, multiple choice, demonstration, length of course (number of days), whether it is state or university taught, etc.  Florida suggested an option would be to send a web address link describing this information.  After a format is agreed on then they will be asked to provide the information in a standard format which will be posted on the web.
