Resolution on

Joint Industry/Agency Training for Improved Workmanship Decision Making for Quality Highway Construction Projects

WHEREAS
the AASHTO Highway Subcommittee on Construction recognizes that the experience level of project engineer, project managers and inspectors continues to decline, and

WHEREAS
this trend is also profound throughout the highway industry in nearly every State in both the owner agency and contractor construction workforce, and

WHEREAS
many State DOTs and industry provide training in record keeping, process control and materials testing, technician training, qualification programs on a statewide and/or regional basis for both agency and contractor personnel are well into development, and

WHEREAS
with the continuing decline of experienced construction staffing there exists a void in the area of inspection of workmanship and acceptability of work at both the agency and contractor level, and 

WHEREAS
while it is recognized that there is no replacement for on-the-job experience, the void in the inspection of construction workmanship could be most efficiently and effectively addressed by a national joint industry/agency training effort.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Subcommittee on Construction recognizes the need and urgency for the development of a joint industry/agency short course on construction workmanship for inspectors, project engineers, foremen and superintendents, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Subcommittee on Construction would like to see such short courses for improved workmanship decision making for quality highway construction projects, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Subcommittee on Construction requests that  SCOH fully supports this concept and assemble a task force representing AASHTO, FHWA, AGC, and ARTBA to oversee the development and delivery of a training program in this area similar to the NHI short course for HMA Paving and PCCP Paving.
