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FHWA Support

FHWA’s Office of Bridge Technology (Contact – Ray McCormick) supports the efforts the Florida Division and State DOT in the development of a grouting of post tensioning ducts training course.  

Materials

Materials will be sent out to everyone once Florida DOT is complete with their study and putting together a training program and materials for this issue.  These may also be repackaged and offered to the States as simply NHI/LTAP materials, no instructors.

National Interest

The Northeast has not expressed a need at this time.  The Mid‑Atlantic States would like to pursue a certification, Florida's intent.  The Midwest is interested in the course's development for use as training as desired, but will not pursue a certification.  

MID‑ATLANTIC:  The Mid‑Atlantic Region would be interested in this course. We are looking at the Precast / Prestressed area to develop certification programs for Precast/Prestressed Fabricators. This grouting of post tensioning ducts would be an extension to the field of this effort in the Mid‑Atlantic Region.  MARTCP will be looking at what PCI and Precast Industry have in place already to see if it fits our needs. General feeling is we will have to enhance programs slightly to meet Regional needs.

Latest Update, December 2000

Florida's approach to the grouting certification for post tensioning:

1. A certification/qualification course would be nice to have.  However Florida realizes the   years needed to develop a qualification program and prefers something now.

2. A National group called the Post Tension Institute has agreed to develop a more detailed course for Contractor personnel and DOT inspectors.

3. A quick course/video on grouting of post tension strands is needed now (estimated to cost $ 25k).
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
