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ACPA Training Programs

The American Concrete Pavement Association and its network of Chapter/State Paving Associations are available to present or participate in state, regional and local training programs for highways, streets and local roads, airports, and general aviation paving applications.  Topics that can be covered include:

· Basics of concrete pavements, including thickness, jointing, and subgrade design 

· Construction of concrete pavement, including Fast-Track concrete pavements

· Rehabilitation of concrete pavements, using Concrete Pavement Restoration (CPR), overlays (whitetopping, ultra-thin whitetopping, unbonded concrete overlays) and reconstruction.

· Life cycle cost analysis, asset management, and traffic management.

Most presentations are designed to be approximately 45 minutes; however, ACPA can customize them to last as little as 20 minutes or as long as 4 hours.  Depending upon the course objectives, we can combine the topics into programs that can last up to 2 ½ days.  Additionally, ACPA has numerous presentations given at various technical conferences and seminars such as AASHTO, TRB, AAAE, covering almost any topic dealing with concrete pavements. 

ACPA Chapters and Cement Association of Canada 

Most ACPA Chapters, State Paving Associations, and the Cement Association of Canada have yearly or periodic conferences and seminars on various subjects pertaining to concrete pavements.
