In the next several months we hope to post information on the Mid-Atlantic Program ie.. purpose, contacts, links to other State programs, Technical Teams, Steering Committee, Administrative Team, Administrative Manual, etc.

Pavement Marking Student Manual is completed. This manual will cover “Standard Practices” in the industry, as well as all the types of pavement marking materials    from reflective glass beads, traffic paint, liquid and preformed thermoplastic, epoxy resins, polyester resins, preformed tape to pavement markers.  Manual will also cover “Installation of Pavement Markings”, quality control, equipment, eradication and contacts to discuss a particular State’s Specifications.  Team has developed a pool of questions to be used by all States for written test. A hands-on practical test is in the works for QC/QA technicians.

· A “Good Practices” document is being considered as a supplement to the ACI Level I Field Technician certification for concrete program. Some States are already using such a document as part of the State Specification review.

· Aggregate Technician Manual is being finalized and should be ready for use by States before end of year.

Program is directed at technicians who are performing QC at quarries and producer’s labs.

· One of our biggest problems throughout the participating Mid-Atlantic States are individuals being certified “qualified” who are not actually performing QC/QA or IA functions. Consultants, contractors and our own agency are requiring these individuals to be certified before hiring them or are tying certification into higher pay. This will be a major problem for all States when the time comes to re-certify these individuals.
