Transportation Curriculum Coordination Council Meeting

Williamsburg, Virginia, June 5 - 6, 2001

FHWA, through the Office of Infrastructure, NHI, and several field offices, hosted the second successful Transportation Curriculum Coordination Council (TCCC) Meeting in Williamsburg, Virginia, June 5 - 6, 2001.  This was a follow-up meeting to last years TCCC kickoff meeting in St. Louis, Missouri.  Team members gave presentations on work activities and accomplishments since last year.  Group discussions built upon the initial work done, clarified existing needs, identified future initiatives and facilitated the prioritization of the technician certification activities and scheduling for the next year.  An overview of the current NHI Program and related course development was given.  Industry representatives highlighted their current training initiatives.  TCCC representatives include members from the five regional technician certification groups, AASHTO's Highway Subcommittee on Construction and Materials, FHWA, NHI, AGC, ACPA, NAPA, ARTBA, and ACI.  Representatives of NICET and HNTB were also in attendance.

One of the products being showcased was the development of a Pavement Marking Student Manual by the Mid-Atlantic Technician Certification Group.  This manual is the first in a line of core curriculum materials underdevelopment by the groups and will be shared with FHWA, State Transportation Agencies, and Industry.  Core materials such as this are being distributed nationally to assist with the TCCC’s primary goal of reducing duplication of effort.  Representatives of the AASHTO Subcommittee's and Industry will be developing a resolution for their summer meeting to garner support for a national pool fund project to support this program.  We are looking for a $1,000,000 effort that can then co fund course development with NHI and Industry.
